PASSAEG 1:

Logical positivism retreated under a combination of pressures. First, it shared the
traditional problems of radical empiricism. of satisfactorily describing the basis of knowledge
in experience. Second. it depended on there being one logic for science. or in ether words a
confirmation theory with a unique authority, yet no such structure, and certainly no basis for its
authority, ever forthcame. These two problems bedevilled accurate formulation of the
verification principle. and gradually persuaded philosophers of science that a more holistic and
less formal relationship existed between theoretical sentences and the ebservations supporting
them. When this relationship was allowed to be indirect, the despised theses of metaphysics
began to look capable of climbing back into respectability. Finally. although logical pesitivism
allowed that science contains statements thought of as logically necessary. its own account of
the status of these claims (conventionalism) proved widely unacceptable, and the status of its
claims about the basis of meaning in sensation appeared correspondingly doubtful. However.,
its influence persists in the wide-spread mistrust of statements for which there are no criteria or
assertibility conditions: Wittgenstein's slogan that meaning is use has frequently been adopted
as a rather less forth-right invitation to work within the constraints of the principle of
verification.

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PASSAGE 2:

Christian ethics derive from the occasion when Jesus was asked. as teachers. specially
rabbis, often were at that time, to give his kelal of Torah (choice of verse which summarizes
Torah). His choice, the love of God and the love of one's neighbour. was neither unique nor
controversial. This context-independent command of love had to be made context-specific: it
had to be related to the circumstances in which the early and subsequent Christians found
themselves. This is exactly what one finds Paul and others doing in the writings which became
eventually the New Testament. For example. in 1 Corinthians, Paul states how they should deal
with a case of incest. with dietary scruples, with marriage and virginity. with support of
ministry. with the behaviour of women in services. uniil he bursts out. almost in exasperation.
"I will show you a more excellent way": and he reverts to the controlling, but context-
independent. command of love. Christian ethics have pseillated through history between these
extremes: on the one side, Situation Ethics, associated with Joseph Fletcher, emphasized the
importance of each situation determining what is the most loving thing to do; on the other,
when the pope defines a matter of morals (as also of faith). it is infallibly decided.

In Islam. since God has given to humans his guidance for their behavior in the Qur'an.
Muslim ethies are necessarily grounded in the Qur'an. But as with all revelations. not every
conceivable circumstance is covered in the Qur'an. A second major source of guidance.
therefore. lies in hadith: Muhammad and his companions were the first living commentaries on
Qur'an, and although hadfth is not in the same category of authority as the Qur'an. the example
of insan al-kamil (the perfeet man) is of constant importance. Life as God desites it was
eventually formulated more systematically in the schools of shari'a (law). which detail the
things which are lawful and prohibited (al-halal w'al haram) for a Muslims However, by no
means all things are specified, and the prineiple applies that whatever Geod has not forbidden is
allowed (as a mark of his generosity). though always within the boundaries of 'what God wills'
as revealed in more general terms in the Qur'an. Lives are judged by God (judgement) on the
basis of good and evil done. controlled always by intention (niyya).

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PASSAGE 3:

Nominalism and realism concerns a philosophical debate with implications both for theology
and religion. In the West. the debate goes back to Greek philosophy: what is truly real.
individuals or universals? Nominalism argued that individuals are real (this particular book
before me) and that universals (the idea of 'books") are concepts abstracted from our experience
of individuals. Realists held that particular books come and go. but that the idea of 'books'
endures while particular individuals do not: thus the idea is more real than the items
illustrating it. Theological nominalism held that the pure Being of God is real, and that
attributes are equivalent to universals. being conceptual abstractions which organize our
limited apprehension of God (enabling us to say something, however inadequate). but having
no corresponding reality in God. This position reinforces apophatic theology. Theological
realism accepts the approximate and limited nature of human language, but argues that the
perfections of God are revealed in the ways in which God is related to the universe of his
creation. and to humans in particular. But for that revealed relatedness not itself to be simply a
human construction, the inference must be drawn that the ground for the possibility of God
being revealed in that way lies in the nature of God a se (in himself. i.c. in his ascity): the
perfections endure even when the creatures who dimly apprehend them come and go. In E.
religions, the issue arises out of avidya. ignorance. Is the appearance of reality something
which humans superimpose on that which is the cloak of what alone is truly real. or do the
particulars have some enduring reality? Is there some reality in the particulars of this (albeit
transitory) cosmos, or is every manifestation devoid of characteristics, being simply
manifestation of the only nature that there is, i.e. the buddha-nature?
