Field residues are materials left in an
agricultural ficld ororchard after the crop has been harvested. These residues include
stalks and stubble (stems). leaves, and seed pods. The residue can be ploughed directly
into the ground, or burned first. Good management of field residues can increase
efficiency of irrigation and control of erosion. Process residues are materials lefi afier the
crop is processed into a wusable resource. These residues include husks,
seeds. bagasse. molasses and roots. They can be wused as animal fodder and soil
amendment. fertilizers and in manufacturing. Nutrients in most crop residue are not
immediately available for crop use. Their release (called generalization) occurs over a
period of years.

In contrast. below 1.2 per cent. soil-available N is fixed (called
immobilization) by the microbes as they decompose the residue. Thus pea residue would
have short- and long-term benefits to soil fertility, whereas cereal straw would reduce next
year's soil supply of available nutrients.

PASSAGE 2:

A witch's broom or witches' broom is a deformity in a woody plant, typically a tree,
where the natural structure of the plantis changed. A dense mass of shoots grows from
a single point, with the resulting structure resembling a broom or a bird's nest. It is
sometimes caused by pathogens. Witch-broom disease caused by phytoplasmas is
economicawlly important ‘in a number of crop plants, including the cocoa
tree Theobroma. jujuberand the timber tree Melia azedarach. Witch's broom can be
caused by cytokinin. a phytohormone, interfering with an auxin-regulated bud. In
normal plant function, auxins would keep the secondary, tertiary. and so on apices
from overgrowing. but cytokinin can sometimes interfere with this control, causing
these apices to grow into witch's brooms. Witch's broom may be caused by many
different types of organisms. including fungi, oomycetes, insects, mistletoe, mites
or viruses. The broom growths may last for many years, typically for the life of the
host plant. Human activity is sometimes behind the introduction of these organisms,
for example, by failing to observe hygienic practice and thereby infecting the tree with
the causative organism. or by pruning a tree improperly, and thereby weakening it.
Witches' brooms occasionally result in desirable changes. Some cultivars of trees. such
as Picea orientalis. were discovered as witch's brooms. If twigs of witches' brooms are
grafted onto normal rootstocks. [reak trees result, showing that the attacking organism

PASSAGE 3:

Hymenoscyphus Fraxineus is an Ascomycete fungus that causes ash dieback, a chronic
fungal discase of ash trees.in Europe characterised by leaf loss and crown dieback in
infected trees. The fungus was first scientifically described in 2006 under the
name Chalara fraxinea.Four years later it was discovered that Chalara Fraxinea (CF)
was only the asexual (anamorphic) stage of a fungus that was subsequently
named Hymenoscyphus Pseudoalbidus (HP) and then renamed as Hymenoscyphus
Fraxineus (HF). Imtally, small necrotic spots (without exudate) appear on stems and
branches. These necrotic Jesions then enlarge in stretched, perennial cankers on the
branches, wilting, premature shedding of leaves and particularly in the death of the top
of the crown. Below the bark. necrotic lesions frequently extend to the xylem,
especially in the axial and paratracheal ray tissue. The mycelium can pass through the
simple pits, perforating the middle lamella but damage to either the plasmalemma or
cell walls was not observed. The disease is often chronic but can be lethal. It is
particularly destructive of young ash plants, killing them within one growing season of
symptoms becoming visible. Older trees can survive initial attacks. but tend to
succumb eventually after several seasons of infection. The disease can be confused
