PASSAGE 2:
The first language in the human species has been the topic of scholarly discussions for
several centuries. There is no consensus on the origin or age of human language. The
topic is difficult to study because of the lack of direct evidence: Consequently.
scholars wishing to study the origins of language must draw inferences from other
kinds of evidence such as the fossil record. archaeological evidence, contemporary
language diversity. studies of language acquisition, and comparisons between human
language and systems of communication existing among ‘animals (particularly other
primates).

From the exaggeration of a critic like Wilson one might get the impression that much
of the effort to introduce new words into the language was pedantic and ill-advised.
Some of the words Wilson ridicules seem forced and in individual cases were certainly
unnecessary. But it would be a mistake to conclude that all or'even a large part of the
additions were of this sort. Indeed the surprising thing about the movement here
described is the number of words that English owes to the Elizabethan era and that
seem now to be indispensable. Many of them are in such common use today that it is
hard for English speakers to realize that to the Elizabethan they were so strange and
difficult as to be a subject of controversy. When Elyot wished to describe a democracy
he said, “This manner of governaunce was called in Greke democratia, in Latine
popularis potentia, in Englisshe the rule of the comminaltie.”
