PASSAGE 2

Despite the geographical distance and cultural differences between North American
Native Peoples and the cultures of New Zealand, the dilemma of reconciling Western
museum concepts with the indigenous perspective is similar.

Maori values appear to parallel those of other aboriginal cultures, and museums
with Maori collections need to follow a preservation practice and conservation code of
ethics. Maori have participated in following museum practices since 1974, as directed
by the national mandate.

Maori collections in the New Zealand museums were often brought by Maori
themselves, and therefore the acquisition process differs greatly from that in North
America. As with the beliefs of Native American peoples. Maori are attached to the
cultural artifacts whi¢h can affect their well-being.
