PASSAGE I:

Terra pretais a type of very dark, fertile manmade (anthropogenic) soil found in
the Amazon Basin. Termra preta owes its characteristic black color to its
weathered charcoal content. and was made by adding a mixture of charcoal, bone. and
manure to the otherwise relatively infertile Amazonian soil. A product of indigenous
soil management and slash-and-char agriculture, the charcoal is very stable and
remains in the soil for thousands of years, binding and retaining minerals and
nutrients. Terra preta is characterized by the presence of low-temperature charcoal
residues in high concentrations: of high quantities of potsherds: of organic matter such
as plant residues, animal feces. fish and animal bones and other material; and
of nutrients such as nitrogen. phosphorus, calcium, zinc. manganese. Fertile soils such
as terra preta show high levels of microorganic activities and other specific
characteristics within particular ecosystems. Terra preta zones are generally
surrounded by terra comum, or "common soil"; these are infertile soils,
mainly acrisols. but also ferralsols and arenosols. While deforested arable soils in the
Amazon are productive for just a short period of time, and farmers are constantly

moving to new areas and clearing more land. the terra preta soil is less prone
to nutrient leaching caused by heavy rains and floods because of its high concentration
of charcoal, microbial life and organic matter: accumulating nutrients, minerals, and
microorganisms. Terra preta soils are of pre-Columbian nature and were created by
humans between 450 BC and 950 CE. The soil's depth can reach 2 meters. Thousands
of years after its creation, it has been reported to regenerate itself at the rate of 1 cm
per vear by the local farmers and caboclos in Brazil's Amazonian basin, who seek it for
use and for sale as valuable potting soil.

PASSAGE 2:

Solidarity lending is a lending practice where small groups borrow collectively and
group members ¢ncourage.onc another to repay. It is an important building block of
microfinance. Solidarity lending takes place through *solidarity groups’. These groups
are a distinctive banking distribution channel used primarily to deliver microcredit to
poor people. Solidarity lending lowers the costs to a financial institution related to
assessing, managing and collecting loans, and can eliminate the need for collateral.
Since there is a fixed cost associated with each loan delivered, a bank that bundles
individual loans together and permits a group to manage individual relationships can
realize substantial savings in administrative and management costs. In many
developing countries the legal system offers little, if any. support for the property
rights of poor people. Laws related to secured transactions — a cornerstone of Western
banking — may also be absent or unenforced. Instead. solidarity lending levers various
types of social capital like peer pressure, mutual support and a healthy culture of
repayment. These make solidarity lending more useful in rural villages than in urban
centers where mobility is greater and social capital is weaker. Efforts to replicate
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solidarity lending in developed countries have generally not succeeded. For example.
the Calmeadow Foundation tested an analogous 'peer lending' model in three locations
in Canada: rural Nova Scotia and urban Toronto and Vancouver during the 1990s. It
concluded that a variety of factors—including difficulties in reaching the target
market. the high risk profile of clients, their general distaste for the joint liability
requirement, and high overhead costs—made solidarity lending unviable without
subsidies. However. debates have continued about whether the required subsidies may
be justified as an alternative to other subsidies targeted to the entrepreneurial poor, and
VanCity Credit Union, which took over Calmeadow’s Vancouver operations. continues
to use peer lending.

In developing economies and particularly in rural arecas, many activities that would be
classified in the developed world as financial are not monetized: that is. money is not
used to carry them out. This is often the case when people need the services money
can provide but do-not have dispensable funds required for those services. forcing
them to revert to other means of acquiring them.
