The Twentieth Century of the common era, corresponding to the fourteenth century of
the Islamic culendar, started oIl with an awakening ol the Eastern World, especially
the Muslims. Countrics that had been under colonization emerged as independent or al
lcast partially independent countrics. The Muslims and their intellectual leaders began
to contemplate upon a series ol fundamental 1ssues. and the reasons lor the subjection
and backwardncess ol their socictics were studied.

Hadith were collected, transmitted, and taught orally for
two centuries after Muhamimad's death and then began to be collected in written form
and codilled. They scrve as a source of biographical material for Muhammad,
contextualization ol Quranic revelalions, and Islamic law.
