Many of the challenges facing Latin America in the 21st Century are ones with which
it has dealt since independence from Spain 200 years ago. The dependence on fragile
trade relationships and primary products, the incessant violence, and inequality
practically defined the region in the 19th Century. The fragility of the environment and
the global web are new, but the outstanding challenge remains the same: the
institutionalization of social order through the state. While the region may not be able
to resolve all the challenges it faces, nothing can be done without the solidification of
state capacity. Some states in Latin America might be better than others with regards
to their performance in terms of the provision of certain services, or the
implementation of particular policies.

However,
individual ingenuity is costly when mostly directed at basic needs, and uncertainty has
only increased with globalization and with the slow pace by which the world has met
the challenge of human-made environmental changes.

Overall, Latin American states have not been able to make economic activity
predictable for most of the population. Policies directed towards social inclusion have
become less and less about building institutions that permanently help individuals deal
with the uncertainties of the market, and more about providing minimal and
intermittent relief to those in a situation of emergency. Likewise, most states
throughout the region have not been able to control interpersonal violence and in some
cases the state itself has become a source of increased violence. State action regarding
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basic social order instead of considering the structural sources of violence, is
superficially interpreted as a "simple" problem of coercion. Paradoxically, this means
that in a more uncertain world, instead of states becoming a source of stability and
regularity, they have become an added source of uncertainty for everyday life. This
paradox might be the greatest challenge Latin America has to face. Meeting the
challenge implies that countries will need stronger states, not only for implementing
specific policies, but more importantly for developing new ways to regularly deal with
the increasing risks their populations are facing.

Legislation that has been approved by the Lower House will oblige employers to
"make efforts” to secure job opportunities for their employees until they turn 70 if they
wish to keep working. A key part of the social security reform pursued by Prime
Minister Shinzo Abe, the measure aims to make up for the growing labor shortage in
an aging and shrinking population by prodding the elderly to work longer—and to help
support the social security system under demographic pressure.

However, doubts linger as to whether the proposed policy is enough to keep elderly
people motivated to continue working into more advanced age in good health and
under safe conditions.

While most Japanese companies set the mandatory retirement age of their
employees at 60, people basically become eligible to receive public pension benefits
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when they turn 65. The current law for stabilizing elderly workers’ employment
requires the employers to enable their employees to keep working until the age of 65—
either by abolishing or extending the retirement age or by rehiring the employees on
post-retirement contracts.

The proposed legislation calls on employers to try to secure job opportunities for
their employees until they turn 70 through these measures and additional options such
as commissioning jobs to retirees who start their own business or giving them
freelance work, as well as getting them to engage in social activities in which the
companies will be involved. These options, as well as the lack of penalties against
employers that fail to make such efforts, are said to be designed to ease opposition on
the part of companies that reject uniform rules that add to manpower expenses. This
raises questions as to how effective the legislation will be in enabling more people to
stay in the labor market longer.

PASSAGE 3:

The Falklands War was a ten-week undeclared war between Argentina and the United
Kingdom in 1982 over two British dependent territories in the South Atlantic: the
Falkland Islands, and its territorial dependency, South Georgia and the South
Sandwich Islands.

The conflict began on 2 April, when Argentina invaded and occupied the Falkland
Islands, followed by the invasion of South Georgia the next day. On 5 April, the
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British government dispatched a naval task force to engage the Argentine Navy and
Air Force before making an amphibious assault on the islands. The conflict lasted 74
days and ended with an Argentine surrender on 14 June, returning the islands to
British control.

The conflict was a major episode in the protracted dispute over the territories'
sovereignty. Argentina asserted (and maintains) that the islands are Argentine territory,
and the Argentine government thus characterized its military action as the reclamation
of its own territory. The British government regarded the action as an invasion of a
territory that had been a Crown colony since 1841. Falkland islanders, who have
inhabited the islands since the early 19th century, are predominantly descendants of
British settlers, and strongly favor British sovereignty. Neither state officially declared
war, although both governments declared the Islands a war zone.

The conflict has had a strong effect in both countries and has been the subject of
various books, articles, films, and songs. Patriotic sentiment ran high in Argentina, but
the unfavorable outcome prompted large protests against the ruling military
government, hastening its downfall and the democratization of the country in the
United Kingdom, the Conservative government, bolstered by the successful outcome,
was re-elected with an increased majority the following year. The effects of the
conflict has been less in the UK than in Argentina, where it has remained a common
topic for discussion.

Diplomatic relations between the United Kingdom and Argentina were restored in
1989 following a meeting in Madrid, at which the two governments issued a joint
statement. No change in either country's position regarding the sovereignty of the
Falkland Islands was made explicit.

At the end of the nineteenth century, the European powers divided the Africa continent
and ruled virtually all of Africa, and African nations lost their sovereignty. During the
1950s and 1960s, when Africans began to seriously resist colonial rule, Africa
underwent a major transformation and each colony gained its freedom. African
nationalism in between attempted to transform the identity of Africans. So based on
nationalism, rather than strong affiliation to ethnic groups and tribes; nationalist
leaders encouraged Africans to view themselves as a member of their own countries.

(OAU). Although not very successful, but formation of "OAU" in 1963 was a great
achievement for African nationalists to have a continental organization and make
decision about Africa, themselves. The objectives of this newly formed organization
was mainly based on promotion of the unity and solidarity of African states;
