The global food system is en course to drive rapid and widespread ecelogical damage
with almost 90% of land animals likely to lose some of their habitat by 2050. Unless
the [ood indusiry 18 rapidly iransformed. changing what people cal and how il is
produced, the world faces widespread permanent biodiversity loss in the coming
decades. One study led by academics from the University of Leeds and the University
ol Oxlord estimated how evolving lood svstems would allect biodiversilty and [ound
that the losses were likely o be particularly aeulc in sub-Saharan Arica and in parts of
Central and South America.

PASSAGE 2:

Waler 1s the most abundantl constituent of the majority ol [oods. It therelore playvs a
crucial role in the physicochemical propertics ol the plant and animal loods we cal.
These characteristics can be desired due to their contribution to foed quality (the
texture ol lruil, vegelubles and meat, which depends, among other things, on cell
turgidity as well as on specific and complex interactions between water and other
constituents). They can also contribute to food spoilage through biochemical and
micrebiological processes, As a result, a considerable part ol [ood prescrvaiion
technology is based on lowering the water activity or the water availability.

Among the physical and physicochemical properties of water, some greatly
influcnee phase transitions as well as mass and heat (ransfers. Txamples includc
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specilic heal, latent heat of fusion, latent heat ol vaporization. thermal conductivity
and viscosity. 'They determine the design and control of heat treatment (sterilization,
cooking, etc.), concentration. dryving or freezing processes. Others relate to the solvent
characieristic of water: diclectric constant, surface iengion or dipoele moment; waler 15,
in fact, the dilution medium for many chemical species that can diffuse and react with
cach other. It can dilluse in various rcactions, such as hydrolysis, as well. The
introduction of different chemical species in solution or colloidal suspension in water
also creates the so-called colligative properties, which depend on the number of
molccules present. This is the case, for cxample, with lowering the [reerzing point and
surface tension, increasing the boiling point and viscosity. and establishing osmotic
pressure gradients through semi-permeable membranes.

PASSAGE 3:

The food industry is responsible for ensuring that the food that it puts on the
marketplace is safe and fit for human consumption. They have to think of the
regulatory norms for classification of risky elements and ensure that their products are
not violating these limits, Te meet their regponsibilitics, the ood indusiry has an
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integrated food safety assurance system. A model for this system consists in
combining three sets of measures according to the three lines of defense.

‘The first line of defense 1s the implementation of codes of good practices. These are a
set of general principles and all the measures identificd through past expericnees as
ncecssary 1o cnsure the salcly and wholcsomeness ol the products: with some
adaptation, they arc gencrally applicable 1o all categorics ol [oods and/or cstablishments
regardless of location, specitic conditions and type of business.

‘Ihe second line of defense 1s the application of the HACCP system. During this
process, all risky elements in a food and/or process are identified and control measures
are determined. Steps that are considered critical for ensuring the safety of the food
product and critical limits for the monitoring paramcters are established. The steps
should be monitered 1o ensure thal the hazardous limits are respoectled straightaway 10
prevent any problem. Many industries. though, believe that the value of this system is
overshadowed by its demanding paperwork.

Very often. the documentation required as part of HACCP has given the HACCP
system the image of being burdened by paperwork. It should be nated that records and
documentation are cssential as support material for communicalion between members
ol the HACCP tcamn and/or with time, (or the mainienance ol the plan.

The third and last line ol delense 1s verilicalion activities. These are also part ol the
HACCT application. but separately presented to delineate between measures
implemented for prevention and those required for verifying that preventive measures
are eftective and performing correctly. Veritication should not be confused with
validation, the process (o ensure that control measures arce cllectlive Lo achicve the
objcetlives desired.
