Red was a Japancse naval code ercaled during World War 1 and wsed until the
outbreak of World War II. The Red code vsed the additive encryption method. The
code assigned words and syllables numerical values. Before transmissions, these
numbers were encrypted a second time using an additive codebook. 'lhe book
contained a serics of numbery that were added Lo the original numerical message in
sequence. Fach message contained a key that told the receiver where 10 begin the
additive scquence in the book 10 decode the message. Cryplelogists named the code
Red alter the color of the [older in which deciphered codes were bound.

In 1923, a United States Navy intelligence officer located a copy of the 1918
Imperial JTapanese Navy secret operating code in the luggage of a visiting Japanese
attache. The codebook was clandestinely photographed and a special cryptology unit,
known as the Rescarch Desk, was crcaled 1o begin the task of monitoring and
deciphering interecpled messages. At the time, U.S. Naval Intelligence monitored only
ship-to-ship communications and some radio transmissions in Asia and the Pacific.
The Research Desk team established intercept stations throughout the Pacific and
increased monitoring of Japanese diplomatic and military transmissions,

Cryplologisis worked for ive vears 1o [ully translate and break Red. the additive
cipher that the 1918 codebook contained. Intercepts continued (o use the aging code,
facilitating the work of ULS. code breakers. In 1926, Lieutenant Joseph J. Rochefort
accepted the directorship of the Research Desk. Rochefort was a skilled code breaker,
but also fluent in the Japanese language and undertocok much of the translation work
for Red himself. Repeated messages and phrases that appeared 1n several transmissions
helped code breakers recognize various additive decipherments, Three years alier the
anualvsis of Red began, eryptologist Agnes Mceyer Driscoll cracked the code’s additive
cnerypiion key. With the additive key, and the photographs ol the original code book,
any Red code message could be deciphered.
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‘The Japanese replaced Red with a more sophisticated code on December |, 1930,
LHowever, the new code, called Blue, contained numeric paticrns that so closcly
resembled Roed that Driscoll and her team were able 1o decipher and translaie Blue in
only two vears.

Controlling access to information systems became profoundly more difficult with the
spread of wide arga networks (WANS) and, in particular, the Internet. Users, as well as
interlopers, may access svstems [om any unatiended computer within an organization
or from virtvally anyvwhere over the Internet. As a security measure, each legitimate
user has a unique name and a regularly changed password. Another security measure is
to require some form of physical authentication. such as an object (a physical token or
a smart card) or a personal characteristic (fingerprint, retinal pattern, hand geometry,
or signature), Many gystems combing these types of measurcs—such as aulomatic
teller machines, which rely on a combination ol a personal identilication number (PIN)
and an identilication card. Sccurily mceasurces placed belween an organizailon’s
internal networks and the Internet are known as firewalls. These combinations of
hardware and software continually filter the incoming, and often outgoing. data traffic.

A ditferent way to prohibit access to information is via data encryption, which has
gaincd particular importance in clectronic commeree. Public key eneryption is used
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widely in such commerce. To ensure gonfidentialitv, only the intended addressee has
the privale key nceded o decrypt messages thal have been cncrypicd with the
addressec’s public keyv, Furthermeore, authentication of both partics in an clectronic
transaction is possible through the digital certificates issued to both parties by a trusted
third party and the use of digital signatures—an additional code attached te the
message to verify its origin. A type of anti-tampering code can also be attached to a
message to detect corruption. Similar means are available to cnsure that partics to an
clectronic transaction cannoi later repudiale their participation, Seme messages require
additional atributes.

Much of Ukraine’s intelligence and special operations structure bears the imprint of
the nation’s Soviet past. Both the Sceurily Scrvice of Ukraine (Sluzhba Bespeky
Ukrayiny: SBU) and its principal action unit are based on Soviet models.
Internationally, the Ukraine has come under suspicion as a supplier of materials to
rogue states and groups.

'ounded in 1991, the S13U took over the old KGR Ukrainian headquarters in the
capital cily of Kicv, It alse ook on the organization struclurg, in many cases the
tactics, und cven many ol the personnel ol its Sovicel predecessor. Like KGB, it
oversees both sceurity and iniclligence operations, and through its subunit GUR, lights
organized crime, terrorism, drug trafficking. and arms smuggling. Another important
SBU subunit is the action group Administration A, the “Alpha™ unit. Named and
modeled after the Sowviet Alpha unit that attacked the presidential palace in Kabul in
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1979, setting off the Soviet-Afghan war, it has counterterrorism and witness protection
responsibililics.

Despite 1ls slated oppoesition (o terrorisin, Ukraine has been accused (o supplying
materiel to terrorist states and groups. Not only did it supply two helicopters to
Slobodan Milosevic’s Serbia in 1999, but in 2002, it was under investigation by
United States and British arms experts on allegations that 1t had sold sophisticated
Kolchuga radar svstems to Iraq. Ukraine has also been accused, along with Russia and
the regime of President Alcksandr Tukashenko in Belarus, of selling weapons 1o rehel
armics in Sicrra Leone and Liberia. Wesiern intelligence sources also reported that
representaiives ol Alghanistan’s - Taliban  regime and  the  terrorist  nelwork
al-Qaeda visited Kiev in September 1999, looking to purchase arms, parts, and
training.
