Most social workers are paid employees of the state and are expected to perform
certain statutory duties on behalf of society. ‘These duties bring them into contact with
certain acts which society regards as deviant and may sometimes lead to conflicting
imperatives within the workert's role. Although these duties generally have the wider
support of society. problems arise as to the best way to carry them out. An example is
child protection; there may be general agreement that children should be protected
from abuse, but there is no real consensus as to how.

Most criminal behavior stems from unmet social, emotional, financial, psychiatric, or
developmental needs. You will Tikely conduetl psychosocial assessments o identily the
underlying issues that brought a client to vour office and work with them to find the
resources necessary to meet those needs, A criminal justice social worker works with their
clients to resolve those issues through coping skills training, life skills development, case
management. and home visits.

You may also be charged with working with people impacted by a person's
incarceration. This can include assessing for abuse and neglect, coordinating out-of-home
placement and representing displaced children in court or coordinating adoption of inmates'
children by other family members. Additionally, vou might help connect clients who used
to depend on the now-incarcerated person's income with financial and basic needs
ICSOUrCes.

The criminal justice social worker's daily tasks vary depending on where within the
system vou're assigned. I vou work in a court diversion program such as Drug Court, you
would likely participate on an interdisciplinary tcam that includes judges, atlormeys, court

Whilc bullving has long been a concemn in clementary, sceondary school, and college
cnvironments, cyberbullying can be particularly damaging, as il allows bullics o intimidate,
humiliatc, and discmpower their viclims anvwhere, al any time ol day. Less than two
decades ago, belore the advent of social media and other advanced forms of communication
lcchnology, a child's home would typically be sale from the social pressurcs and
embarrassments of school, Such is no longer the case.

"I'here is some literature indicating that one third of all adolescent girls wake up in the
middle of the night to check and see what might have been posted about them. 1 think that
we have to recognize that the impact of'it is really quite severe.”

In addition, the highly visible and shareable nature of social media content means that
one instance of cyber bullying can have a lasting, widespread, and deeply distressing impact
on a child's relationship with his or her peers. The "permanence” and visibility of the
internet, combined with the fact that cvber bullies may make harsher statements online than
in persen because they do not have o Luce their vietims direetly, can make cyberbullying a
particularly hurtiul form ol harassment and humiliation.
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The anonymity that the internet alfords cvber bullics can also incrcase cyber bullied
individuals' feclings of [ear and helplessness. As Karin Storty, 1LCSW noted in her interview
with OnlineMSWPrograms.com, "|Cyberbullics| can use many Lools, including computers,
cell phones. and iPads. 'They might forward private text messages or emails. or even pretend
to be someone they're not."
